· Personal experience with disability or a strong interest in disability

Requirements of the Intern:

· 15-20 hours per week, including 6-8 client hours, supervision, training, record-keeping

· Approximately 5 off-site hours for reading, study in preparation for supervision

· One calendar year commitment (with option for second year)
